The Public Interest Disclosure
(Whistleblower Protection) Act

The Public Interest Disclosure (Whistleblower Protection) Act

came into effect in April 2007. This law gives employees a clear
process for disclosing concerns about significant and serious

matters (wrongdoing) in the Manitoba public service, and strengthens
protection from reprisal. The Act builds on protections already

in place under other statutes, as well as policies, practices and
processes in the Manitoba public sector.

Wrongdoing under the Act may be: contravention of federal or
provincial legislation; an act or omission that endangers public

safety, public health or the environment; gross mismanagement; or,
knowingly directing or counseling a person to commit a wrongdoing.
The Act is not intended to deal with routine operational or
administrative matters.

A disclosure made by an employee in good faith, in accordance with
the Act, and with a reasonable belief that wrongdoing has been or

is about to be committed is considered to be a disclosure under the
Act, whether or not the subject matter constitutes wrongdoing. All
disclosures receive careful and thorough review to determine if action
is required under the Act, and must be reported in the Corporation’s
annual report in accordance with Section 18 of the Act. Manitoba
Film & Music did not receive any disclosures for the fiscal year.

Corporation (Manitoba Film & Music) is a statutory
corporation of government proclaimed under the Manitoba
Film and Sound Recording Development Corporation Act
funded by the Province of Manitoba through the Department
of Culture, Heritage and Tourism. The management of
Manitoba Film & Music reports directly to the Board of
Directors appointed by the Lieutenant Governor in Council.

Manitoba Film & Music exists so our film and music
industries flourish. As a provincial leader and champion for
the film and music industries, MFM works with our industry
partners, government and the private sector to undertake
initiatives that support a sustainable industry.

On behalf of the Manitoba Film & Music Board of Directors
and staff, we are pleased to present the annual report for the
fiscal year ending March 31, 2012.

As part of this year’s report, we'd like to take you behind the
scenes of Manitoba’s film and music industries and shine a
spotlight on those who contribute every day to the growth

of the sector. Our success lies not only in our ability to
produce world-class talent, but also in the infrastructure that
allows this talent to flourish and develop. A glimpse behind
the scenes is essential in understanding the needs of our
industry and the role of those who have turned it into an
international success story.

For Manitoba’s thriving music industry, one of this year’s
highlights came when local music professionals walked

away with 8 out of 9 industry awards at the 2011 Western
Canadian Music Awards in Whitehorse, Yukon. Although
often not front-and-centre in the music scene, our music
business professionals are just as instrumental in creating
our reputation as a thriving cultural centre. Combined with
the 9 wins for Manitoba artists, this year’s WCMA recognition
proved the strength of our music industry and the benefit of
sustained provincial support. Another highlight was two Juno
wins for Winnipeg acts KEN Mode and The Wailin’ Jennys
and 13 wins at the Aboriginal People’s Choice Music Awards.

On the film side, this fiscal year saw Manitobans telling
their own stories with the help of Manitoba crew, talent
and production companies. Local producers Inferno
Pictures worked with filmmaker Paula Kelly in creating
Euphoria, the story of a woman who returns to find her
roots in the Manitoba town where she grew up. Filmed
entirely in the province, the film used an all-local cast
and crew. Similarly, Jonas Chernick’s My Awkward
Sexual Adventure produced by Manitoban Juliette
Hagopian showcased the best in local talent and
storytelling. In addition to recognition here at home,
Winnipeg filmmakers also gained accolades on an
international scale. Currently on the film festival circuit
is local filmmaker Shelagh Carter’s Passionflower, which
is receiving acclaim in Canada and the US. Similarly, Guy
Maddin’s project Séances amazed international audiences
at the Centre Pompidou in Paris where short films were
created in front of gallery and online visitors. The locally-
shot hockey film Goon scored at the box office as the
highest grossing film in Canada on its opening weekend.

In celebrating our successes, it’s essential to also recognize
the value of MFM's relationships with national bodies,
industry associations and local organizations. This year
Telefilm Canada chose Winnipeg as their location for the
2011 Annual Public Assembly. During their time here,
MFM partnered with Telefilm in hosting a screening of

the film Passionflower at the Winnipeg Art Gallery. This
gesture from Telefilm speaks to their recognition of the
value of Manitoba’s film industry and the importance of
regional production in the national landscape. Locally, MFM
partnered this year with On Screen Manitoba in creating
the Get On Set Manitoba campaign aimed at promoting the

cultural value. The central component of the campaign is a
website that acts as a portal to the industry in which visitors
can learn about Manitoba projects, how to get involved in
the film industry and how to express their support.

In collaboration with Manitoba
Musie, we hosted a number of initiatives in Canada and
around the world to help develop Manitoba’s already
impressive music scene — including showcases and events in
Toronto, Texas, France and Los Angeles.

We exist so that Manitoba’s film and television industries
flourish! We do this by developing and promoting Manitoba
companies, supporting the production and marketing of

film and television projects, as well as promoting Manitoba
as a film location to offshore production companies. Our
objectives are to enhance Manitoba’s audio-visual industries,
thereby increasing employment and stimulating business for
local service providers.

MFM is a long-standing member of the Association of

Film Commissioners International (AFCI). In addition to
administering film programs and tax credit incentives, MFM
is a full-service film commission that offers a broad range

of location services including script breakdown, location
scouting as well as government, business and industry liaison
services. MFM staff attend film markets and trade shows

to attract co-production and off-shore productions that
contribute millions to our local economy. MFM has helped

to secure such films and television programs as Goon,
Shall We Dance, Less Than Kind, The Assassination of
Jesse James by the Coward Robert Ford, My Winnipeg,
Capote, Todd and the Book of Pure Evil and many others.

Over the past ten years, Manitoba has seen approximately
$1 Billion in local production, of which our province has
contributed less than 15% in investments and incentives.
This past fiscal year, an investment of just over $13 Million
in MFM investment and tax credits supported over $56
Million in production budgets. The vast majority of these
funds are spent in the province on employment and services.
In more ways than one, the film and television industries are
good for Manitoba.

This year, Manitoba production included 9 feature films,

19 television/web and mini series, and 23 other projects
including shorts, pilots and television specials. Out of these
51 projects, 31 were documentaries (including 2 features).

Film & Television Highlights

Our Stories, Our Talent

One of this year’s major highlights was a jump in
indigenous Manitoba production, with local talent
and crew in the spotlight.

Through the Television and Web-Based Production Fund and
the Feature Film Production Fund, Manitoba Film & Music
supported 3 local non-fiction projects and 3 local feature
films. This support builds on the success of recently funded
projects including Shelagh Carter’s Passionflower, produced

by Manitoba’s Polly Washburn, which is currently winning
acclaim on the international film festival circuit.

Also on the home front, the local documentaries Smarty
Plants and Swrviving:) The Teenage Brain, produced by
Manitoba’s Merit Motion Pictures, both aired on CBC’s The
Nature of Things this year. Funding local projects ensures
that Manitoba stories are being told by Manitoba filmmakers.
MFM’s support of these films enriches our cultural landscape
and allows Manitoba filmmakers to realize their creative
potential right here at home.

Documentaries with Merit

Local production company Merit Motion Pictures saw
significant success this year with the broadcast of three
factual entertainment programs. Surviving:) The Teenage
Brain, broadcast on CBC’s The Nature of Things in January
2012, examines both the peculiarities and the immense
power of nature’s masterpiece, the teenage brain. Another
The Nature of Things special Smarty Plants uncovers the
secret world of plant behavior and reveals that vegetation
can be as complex as we are. Conspiracy Rising, broadcast
on CBC’s Doc Zone in March 2012, explores famous
conspiracy theories and the nature of gullibility.

Manitoba Directors

The provinee’s expanding pool of talented directors

are taking the helm on local sets and international
productions alike. This year, MFM funded the production
or marketing of projects by Manitoba directors Shelagh
Carter (Passionflower), Sean Garrity (My Awkward Sexual
Adventure) and Paula Kelly (Euphoria). All three directors
shot their films in the province, using almost exclusively
Manitoba cast and crew. Also this year, local director Gary
Yates was hired by The Hallmark Channel to direct the US
productions Lucky Christmas and Christmas Heart, which
filmed in Manitoba during the winter of 2012.

Goon at the Box Office
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The 2012 release of the locally-shot hockey comedy Goon
proved Canadians love the sport both in the arena and on

town of Euphoria, Manitoba.

the big screen. Goon was the number one movie in Canada
on its opening weekend, grossing $1.2 Million at the box
office. The film is directed by Michael Dowse and stars
Seann William Scott and Jay Baruchel. It follows the true
story of hockey goon Doug Glatt who goes from working as

a bouncer in a bar to being an enforcer for a Halifax hockey
team. Manitoba producer Ian Dimmerman (Inferno Pictures)
co-produced the film, along with Don Carmody, David Gross,
André Rouleau and Jesse Shapira.

Guy Maddin’s Séance

In February 2012, internationally acclaimed director Guy
Maddin set up shop at France’s Centre Pompidou in an effort
to bring lost films back to life. As part of the Spiritismes
exhibit, Maddin worked with some of Europe’s biggest actors
including Udo Kier, Mathieu Amalric and Charlotte Rampling
in creating a ‘paranormal cinematic experience’. An admirer
of old silent movies, the Winnipeg director created short
films by channeling the energy of directors such as Jean Vigo
and Ed Wood. A series of ‘séances’ or ‘hauntings’ were filmed
live at Pompidou and broadcast live via the Internet. The
films will be shown at galleries around the world including
the Museum of Modern Art (MOMA) in New York and the
Winnipeg Art Gallery.

Prairie Scene

Manitoba artists were on display in Ottawa as part of Prairie
Scene 2011. The national event saw over 500 artists from
Manitoba and Saskatchewan congregate in the Canadian
capitol for a showcase of music, film, dance theatre and
visual art. Local musicians including JP Hoe, Del Barber,
Daniel Roa, Oh My Darling and many others performed
concerts for national and international industry players.
Winnipeg director Guy Maddin was also involved in a
presentation of his film Tales from the Gimli Hospital which
included narration from Udo Kier, as well as live music and
sound-scape. Local filmmaker Noam Gonick was the curator
for a Prairie Scene exhibit called Winter Kept Us Warm,
which included video and visual art.

Manitoba Film & Music participates in festivals, film
markets and targeted meetings to market Manitoba as

a filming location, encourage co-production with local
companies and promote Manitoba projects and talent.

Manitoba had a presence at the Toronto International Film
Festival this year with two locally-shot features and two
short films. Goon, starring Seann William Scott and Eugene
Levy, tells the story of hockey goon Doug Glatt and his rise
to amateur hockey fame. The film screened at the festival
and later topped the Canadian box office during its opening
weekend in February. Keyhole, by local filmmaker Guy
Maddin also screened at the festival and in November Maddin
was ranked 3rd out of the top 15 directors of the 21st century
by film review site Metacritic. Tabula Rasa by Matthew
Rankin and The Yodeling Farmer by John Scoles and Mike
Maryniuk also screened at the festival as part of the short
films program. MFM partnered with On Screen Manitoba

to host the annual Manitoba TIFF event at the Drake Hotel.

Tax Credit

Along with Manitoba Film & Music’s equity financing,
the Manitoba Film and Video Production Tax Credits

are essential in attracting production to the province.
Manitoba has the most generous tax credit in Canada and
is a key element in our ability to create local employment
opportunities and attract significant economic investment
in the province.

The Manitoba Film and Video Tax Credits provides a rebate
of up-to 65% on eligible Manitoba labour or 30% on eligible
local expenditures. The up-to 65% tax credit is comprised of
a 45% Base Credit, and several potential bonuses including
a 10% Frequent Filming Bonus, plus 5% Rural Bonus and
5% Manitoba Producer Bonus. Producers have the option
to use this incentive, or opt for a 30% tax credit on all
eligible local expenditures.

A total of 134 applications were received for 115 projects
during the fiscal year. This represents production activity
for projects which took place in the current and prior years,
in excess of $130 Million.

Film - Other Dollars Leveraged

Financing of independent productions requires financial
investment from several sources. Manitoba Film & Music’s
equity commitment to a project will often trigger other
investors to participate. Other than funds from MFM and
the Manitoba Provincial Tax Credit, other sources for
production financing investments come from Telefilm
Canada, Canada Media Fund, market support

(broadcaster licenses, distribution advances), federal and
other government support and tax credits, and private sector
(i.e. production company investment, deferrals, private
investments, private funds, private investors, and lenders
for loans and gap financing).

As the following chart exhibits, with Manitoba’s equity
financing and estimated tax credit support totalling $13.1
Million (23.1%), 856.6 Million in indigenous, co-production
and foreign production activity occurred in this fiscal. This
amount reflects $43.5 Million (76.9%) of investment from
other sources. This is an indication that Manitoba’s modest
investment attracts millions of dollars of additional revenues
into Manitoba’s economy.

The projects are reviewed
based on their economic impact in Manitoba and are
awarded bonuses for diversity in culture and language,
the inclusion of Manitobans in key creative positions,
and for shooting in the winter months.

Manitoba Film & Music exists to ensure Manitoba’s
music industry flourishes! We do this by offering a series
of music funding programs to help enhance the province’s
impressive music scene. MFM also attends and supports
a variety of music festivals, conferences and showcases

to effectively market Manitoba artists and create business
networking opportunities.

This year, Manitoba Film & Music provided 8568,699
in funding toward 138 music projects- making our
investment the key element of support to Manitoba’s
emerging and established musicians. Projects are funded
through the Music Recording Production Fund (Levels 1,
2 and 3), the Recording Artist Touring Support Program,
the Record Marketing Support Program, the Music Video
Fund and the Music Recording Production Fund for
Out-of-Province Artists.

Applications to MFM’s music recording programs are
evaluated through a juried process. Music recording
proposals must be unanimously recommended for funding
by a minimum of two juries. Juries are made up of local
music industry professionals specializing in a specific
genre of music. They may include producers, broadcasters,
managers, label owners or representatives, artists,
songwriters, media, and retailers.

Applications to the Record Product Marketing Fund, the
Music Video Fund and the Recording Artists Touring Support
Fund are evaluated by MFM based on project development
plans, artist tracks records, touring schedules, strength of
support team and distribution plans.

Manitoba acts The Wailin’ Jennys and KEN Mode took home
Junos this year, while musicians James Ehnes, Doc Walker
and Bruthers of Different Muthers were honoured with
nominations. This was the second Juno win for The Wailin’
Jennys on their fourth album Bright Morning Stars. The
group took home the Roots & Traditional Album of the Year.
KEN Mode was awarded their first ever Juno for their album
Venerable. They took home the Metal/Hard Music Album of
the Year.

Artist Showcases

Each year, Manitoba musicians showcase their work

at festivals and conferences around the world in order

to expand their audience base and obtain international
exposure. Major showcases this year included Manito

Ahbee, BreakOut West, Canadian Music Week, the Winnipeg
Folk Festival, Juno Fest, MIDEM, the Winnipeg International
Jazz Festival, NXNE, SXSW and MUSEXPO. At some festivals,
Manitoba Film & Music partners with Manitoba Music in
hosting networking events aimed at connecting local artists
and professionals with opportunities in the industry. This
year events were hosted at NXNE in Toronto, SXSW in Texas,
MUSEXPO in Los Angeles and MIDEM in France. Manitoba
Film & Music also partners with the Winnipeg Folk Festival
and the Winnipeg International Jazz Festival each year in
bringing local talent to the stage.
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Music Production Activity

During the 2011/2012 fiscal year, Manitoba Film &
Music provided $568,699 in funding to 138 music projects
including recording, touring, marketing and music video
creation initiatives.

In the area of music recording production, MFM provided
$238,402 toward 47 recording projects with total estimated
budgets of over $701,030.

As funding for Manitoba artists from other sources is
limited, our investment is the key element of support

for the province’s emerging and established musicians.
Increasingly, as Manitoba musicians achieve national
and international recognition, artist financial investment
has grown to match MFM investment. This investment
indicates a growing commitment from career musicians
in assuming a partnership with MFM as they realize
their projects. However, as Manitoba artists seek to grow
their audience through expanded touring and marketing
initiatives, MFM support is crucial in the face of increased
project budgets.

In the past two years, MFM has seen an 87% increase in

the number of touring grant applications, and an overall
increase of nearly 30%. This increase indicates a growing
industry with MFM as the key element of support. The graph
indicates the crucial importance of MFM’s investment in

our local music industry.

Musique et film Manitoba a comme raison d’étre I'essor des
industries manitobaines du cinéma et de la musique. Nous assurons
leur épanouissement en contribuant au développement et a la
promotion d’entreprises manitobaines, en appuyant la production et
la mise en marché de projets cinématographiques et télévisuels, et

en faisant la promotion du Manitoba comme lieu de tournage aupres
de sociétés de production étrangeres. Notre objectif est la croissance
des industries audiovisuelles du Manitoba, ce qui se traduit par une
hausse du nombre d’emplois et une augmentation du chiffre d’affaires
des fournisseurs de services de la province.

MFM est un membre de longue date de 'Association of Film
Commissioners International (AFCI) [une association de
commissaires a la cinématographie]. En plus de gérer des
programmes cinématographiques et des incitatifs fiscaux, MFM joue
le role de bureau du cinéma; elle offre une large gamme de services
de tournage, y compris le dépouillement de scénarios, le repérage de
lieux de tournage et des services de liaison aupres du gouvernement,
des entreprises et de I'industrie. Le personnel de MFM assiste a des
marchés du cinéma et a des salons professionnels dans le but d’attirer
des sociétés de coproduction et des sociétés de production étrangeres
qui investiraient des millions de dollars dans I'économie locale.

Par le passé, nous avons contribué a faire venir au Manitoba des

productions cinématographiques et télévisuelles comme Dur

a cuire, Si on dansait? [V.F. de Shall We Dance?], Less Than Kind,
L'Assassinat de Jesse James par le lache Robert Ford [V.F. de The
Assasination of Jesse James by the Coward Robert Ford], Winnipeg
mon amour [V.F. de My Winnipeg], Truman Capote [V.F. de Capote]
et Todd and the Book of Pure Evil.

Depuis 10 ans, environ un milliard de dollars de budgets de
production ont été dépensés au Manitoba, méme si la province

n’a contribué que pour 15 % a ce chiffre sous forme d’argent et de
mesures incitatives.

13 millions de dollars en crédits d'impot et en financement de MFM
ont permis de soutenir plus de 56 millions de dollars de budgets de
production.

Par I'entremise du Programme de financement pour la production
d’émissions télévisuelles et sur le Web et du Programme de
financement pour la production de longs métrages, Musique et film
Manitoba a investi dans trois documentaires et trois longs métrages
d’ici.

1. Nature of operations

Manitoba Film and Sound Recording Development Corporation (“the Organization”) is a statutory corporation created
by the Province of Manitoba through The Manitoba Film and Sound Recording Development Corporation Act and is
exempt from income taxes. The chief objective of the Organization is to foster growth of the Manitoba film and music
recording industries by providing financial and other assistance.

The Organization has been designated by the Minister of Finance to administer the Manitoba Film and Video
Production Tax Credit Program, including registration of productions and review of tax credit applications.

2. Significant accounting policies

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Canadian generally accepted accounting principles
as issued by the Accounting Standards Board in Canada using the following significant accounting policies:

Capital assets

Capital assets are recorded at cost. Amortization is provided using the straightline method at rates intended
to amortize the cost of assets over their estimated useful lives. The annual rates are as follows:

Rate
Computer equipment 20%
Equipment 20%
Furniture 20%
Leasehold improvements 5%
Website 30%

Program funding

The Organization provides grant funding to Manitoba companies and individuals in order to promote Manitoba’s film
and music recording artists and industries. The grant may take the form of equity financing from which, in the future,
there may be a recovery of principal or return on investment.

Revenue recognition
a) Program recoupments

Any recovery of principal or return on investment of programs funded is recorded as program recoupments
when received.

b) Province of Manitoba funding

Province of Manitoba funding is based on the Province of Manitoba’s annual allocation to the Organization
and is recorded as revenue when received.

¢) Jump Start program recoupments

Any recovery of principal or return on investment of programs funded under the Jump Start program must be
re-invested in the Organization’s Market Driven Television Production and Market Driven Feature Film Production
financing programs within the fiscal year that the recoupment occurs, if possible. If not possible, recoupments will
be deferred to the following fiscal year and recognized as revenue at that time.

Measurement uncertainty

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Canadian generally accepted accounting principles
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities
and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements, and the reported amounts
of revenues and expenses during the reporting period.

Accounts receivable are stated after evaluation as to their collectability and an appropriate allowance for doubtful
accounts is provided where considered necessary. Amortization of capital assets is provided based on the estimated
useful lives of capital assets.

These estimates and assumptions are reviewed periodically and, as adjustments become necessary they are reported
in excess of revenues and expenses in the periods in which they become known.

Long-lived assets

Long-lived assets consist of capital assets. Long-lived assets held for use are measured and amortized as described
in the applicable accounting policies.

The Organization performs impairment testing on long-lived assets held for use whenever events or changes in
circumstances indicate that the carrying value of an asset, or group of assets, may not be recoverable. Impairment
losses are recognized when undiscounted future cash flows from its use and disposal are less than the asset’s carrying
amount. Impairment is measured as the amount by which the asset’s carrying value exceeds its fair value. Any
impairment is included in operations for the year.

Financial instruments
Held for trading:

The Organization has classified cash and restricted cash as held for trading. These instruments are initially recognized
at fair value. Fair value is approximated by the instruments’ initial cost in a transaction between unrelated parties.

Loans and receivables:

The Organization has classified accounts receivable as loans and receivables. These assets are initially recognized at
their fair value. Fair value is approximated by the instrument’s initial cost in a transaction between unrelated parties.

Loans and receivables are subsequently measured at their amortized cost, using the effective interest method.
Amortized cost is the amount at which the financial asset is measured at initial recognition less any reduction for
impairment or uncollectability. Net gains and losses arising from changes in fair value are recognized in excess of
revenues over expenses upon impairment.

Other financial liabilities:

The Organization has classified accounts payable and accruals as other financial liabilities. These liabilities are initially
recognized at their fair value. Fair value is approximated by the instrument’s initial cost in a transaction between
unrelated parties.

Other financial liabilities are subsequently measured at amortized cost. Amortized cost is the amount at which the
financial liability is measured at initial recognition less principal repayments. Net gains and losses arising from changes
in fair value are recognized in excess of revenues over expenses upon derecognition.

Financial instruments deferral of Section 3862 and 3863

In December 2006, the Canadian Institute of Chartered Accountants (“CICA”) issued Section 3862 Financial
Instruments - Disclosures and Section 3863 Financial Instruments - Presentation to replace Section 3861 Financial
Instruments - Disclosure and Presentation. The effective date for these new Sections was for interim and annual
financial statements with fiscal years beginning on or after October 1, 2007, with earlier adoption permitted. However,
in light of the uncertainty regarding the future direction in setting standards for not-for-profit organizations, the CICA
released a decision to allow deferral of Sections 3862 and 3863 for this sector. As such, not-for-profit organizations
continue to apply Section 3861.

Recent accounting pronouncements
Canadian accounting standards for not-for-profit organizations

In October 2010, the Accounting Standards Board (AcSB) approved the accounting standards for private sector not-for-
profit organizations to be included in Part IIT of the CICA HandbookAccounting (“the Handbook”). Part III comprises
of the existing “4400 series” of standards dealing with the unique circumstances of not-for-profit organizations, and the
new accounting standards for private enterprises in Part II of the Handbook, to the extent that they would apply to not-
for-profit organizations. The Public Sector Accounting Board (“PSAB”) has incorporated the 4400 series into the CICA
Public Sector Accounting Handbook (“PSA Handbook”), as well as made amendments to the Introduction to Public
Sector Accounting Standards. PSAB has executed these changes as a transitional strategy to bring government not-for-
profit organizations (“GNFPOs”) into the PSA Handbook.

Effective for fiscal years ending March 31, 2013, GNFPOs must adopt the PSA Handbook. Earlier adoption is permitted.
The Organization expects to adopt the PSA Handbook as its new financial reporting standards. The Organization has
not yet determined the impact of the adoption of the PSA Handbook on its financial statements.

3. Cash

Cash on deposit earns monthly interest at the Chartered Bank’s commercial rates. The Organization’s internally
restricted cash represents the carryover commitments as described in Note 5.

5. Carryover commitments

Due to lead times required to obtain all the resources necessary to complete film, television and music recording
projects, the Organization approves applications for funding which may not be disbursed until subsequent fiscal
periods.

6. Deferred recoupment revenue

The Organization has $136,835 (2011 $nil) of deferred recoupment revenue from recoupments received through the
Jump Start program that took place in 2010. Funds received as recoupments from this program must be reinvested
in the Organization’s Market Driven Television Production and Market Driven Feature Film Production financing
programs within the fiscal year that the recoupment occurs. As no such projects were available at the time the funds
were received, the restricted revenue must be deferred and recognized as revenue in the period in which the related
expenses are incurred.

7. Industry support

The Organization indirectly supports the ongoing development of creative talent, business skills and capacity

building of various film, television and music recording professionals by providing funding for specific programming
administered by organizations such as Manitoba Music, On Screen Manitoba, the National Screen Institute Canada and
the Winnipeg Film Group. Programs supported include Access to Markets, Aboriginal Music Program, Features First,
Drama Prize, Totally Television, New Voices and WFG First Film, PostProduction and Marketing funds.
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8. Lease commitments

The Organization occupies leased premises subject to minimum monthly rent of $5,196 until August 2013 plus various
equipment leases with quarterly payments until September 2014. Future minimum annual payments as follows:

9. Program delivery

Program delivery also includes the expenses associated with the delivery of the Manitoba Film & Video Production

Tax Credit Program (“MTC”). While the value of the MTC does not flow through the Organization, the management of
it does and is therefore determined to be worth noting. A total of 115 applications were received for processing during
the 2012 fiscal year (2011 116). This represents production activity for projects which took place in the current and
prior years, in excess of $129 million worth of production activity (2011 $150 million). The tax credits are subject to
approval by the Province of Manitoba. The cost to administer the Program in the fiscal year was approximately $67,300
(2011 $63,200).

10. Economic dependence

The Organization’s primary source of income is derived from the Province of Manitoba in the form of an
operating grant.

11. Capital management

The Organization’s objective when managing capital is to safeguard the entity’s ability to continue as a going concern,
so that it can continue to provide financial and other assistance to its applicants.

The Organization sets the amount of capital in proportion to risk and manages the capital structure and makes
adjustments to it in light of changes to economic conditions and the risk characteristics of the underlying assets.

In order to maintain or adjust the capital structure, the Organization may decrease expenses or seek other sources
of funding.
